Narrate History
The purpose of this assignment is to put yourself in the mind of an historical figure and attempt to tell a story about a photo.
Option 1- Blabberize a Photo (monologue-soliloquy)- Read instructions first before proceeding.
In this option you find a picture and choose a person or object in the picture to voice.  Choose whether you would like your character to talk directly to the audience (monologue) or talk to themselves in personal reflection (soliloquy). Write a script answering the following questions. Brief

· What are feeling? Infer from facial expression and setting.
· Why did you pose the way you did? What were you trying to tell the viewer?
· What are you doing?
· Why are you a significant (or represent a group) historical figure?
· Tells us details about you and the time that you live? (date, age, events going on around you)
Process
1. Find a picture from the National Archives that relates to your theme/era and download it. (photo, map, patent drawing, illustration, cartoon)[image: image1.png]



2. Goto to blabberize

3. Upload the photo
4. Crop it to center the person or object that will be talking
5. Draw the mouth over the the person or object that will be talking
6. On a computer, in a quiet area, record your narration.  Keep your tone and voice appropriate to the picture. DON’T make fun of someone’s pain.
7. Submit it. Link, embed, or upload video according to the teacher’s instructions.
Option 2- Blabberize a Photo (dialogue)
In this option you find two pictures and choose a person or object in each picture to voice.  Write a script with a  conversation or interview between the two characters answering the same questions as in “Option 1”.
Process 
1. steps 1-7 are the same.
2. Add scenes to go back and forth between your characters.
